ACTIVITY:

Instructional Sequence:

Explain the process to students before letting them work on their own:
Students will be making three different types of luminarias.

First type:
1. Take a small cup and mix orange food coloring with water..
2. Paint the bag orange and let dry. It might be worth it to work on the second or third bag while this one dries.
3. Cut eyes and a mouth for the jack-o-lantern out of black construction paper and paste them on.

Second type:
1. After painting the luminaria, sketch a simple design on the front.
2. With the supervision of a teacher or an older student, cut this design out using an X-ACTO knife.

Third type:
1. The third type is more exploratory. Students will dye the bag with food coloring or paint of their choice and can
cut or paste.
2. The limitations of black construction paper are still in place, but they can produce any design.

LED candles can be used to light the bags once complete.
